Ave Maria - Caccini

When first recorded this was said to be a ‘newly discovered’ work by Giulio
Caccini, an Italian composer writing in the late Renaissance. It was actually
written by Russian composer Vladimir Vavilov in 1970, and recorded with the
composer as “Anonymous”. It's long been a favourite of soprano Toni.

Sull’aria - Nozze di Figaro - Mozart
We’ve given the famous “you write, I'll dictate” duet between the Countess and
Susanna a modern, Zoom twist!

Bryan'’s top method of persuading young ladies to come down from their
balconies and have some fun. He finds the hat helps a lot...

Soave sia il vento - Cosi fan tutte - Mozart

“Blow gently ye breezes” sing sisters Dorabella and Fiordiligi as they wave their
boyfriends off to war. Their friend Don Alfonso knows this is just ‘fake news’ and
the boys will be back shortly in disguise...



La ci darem - Don Giovanni - Mozart
Online dating in lockdown? Oh yes.

Vi ravviso - La Sonnambula - Bellini

The only opera we know with a sleepwalking heroine. Feudal lord Rodolfo
arrives in disguise to stay a night at an inn. He sings of the days of his youth
when everything was tranquil and serene, but how those days are now gone.

Votre toast - Carmen - Bizet
The classic Torreador aria sung by Jochem in his kitchen. All toast puns intended.

The prayer - Hansel and Gretel - Humperdink
